Status of 501(c)3 application- No new information. 

School t-shirt/wear- Price research is approx 3.50/shirt from vendor. Will have different colors for different grade levels and one color for general population. Need to figure out how to front the cost to be able to purchase and then sell at back to school fest?

School uniform trade day-Donations were given to main office last week of school. Trade up will be in the fall – first week back to school. May need more donations for families in need (for upper grades). Check out resale shops over summer break?

Volunteer Handout – Should volunteer committee be reinstated? Discuss at next meeting.

Proposed 05-06 calendar of school wide events- Calendar was reviewed. Motion passed to approve calendar. Will be handed out at back to school fest in August. 

Nominations for 05-06 PTO officer elections; Nominations were Nancy Ericksen- treasurer, Maria Holstead-Secretary, Laura Kuzniar-Vice-pres, Karen Herbst-Pres.  Motions passed to re-elect all officers.

Car Pooling: At summer picnics/play dates parents can submit their addresses so PTO can use to develop a map for car-pooling.

Committee reports:

1) Budget & Fundraising- From 5 weeks of ice cream sales $344 was raised. $250 was spent on the end-of-year picnic. $21 was raised from potato chip sales. $23.51 was received in cash contributions from students. Balance will be deposited in PTO account.  

2) Grant writing- Mark N and Principal Collins received notice that a $125,000 grant for Fine Arts after school program will be given to the school. Programs will start in September 2005. They are also applying for a grant to provide support for an after school tuition-based program. 

3) Beautification (Mark N.)- A table, chairs, and a rug has been ordered for the PTO/Children’s Gallery rm. Mrs. Rehman will be framing the children’s art work. Spotlights will be installed next week. Still need wooden pedestals that would be fastened to the wall and used to display artwork. Nap room – 4 new area rugs. Ms. Wheatley will be working on murals based on the Montessori artwork.
