1.    PRINCIPAL’S REPORT
Mrs. Collins brought 3 fundraising requests to the council.
a. 8th grade requests approval to sell World’s Finest chocolate bars from the 3rd week of March through the last week of April to earn money for graduation.  Profit will be 50% of sell price of $1.00.  Estimated revenue $2000.  
Motion to approve 8th grade graduation fundraiser carried.
b. Student Council requests approval to sell chips and soda at the after-ISAT dance to earn money for piñatas.  Money to purchase chips and soda will be borrowed from PTO and paid back after the dance.  

Motion to approve Student Council’s request to sell chips and soda at the dance carried.

c. Mr. Zielinsky, on behalf of Student Council, requests approval to make the last Fridays of the months left of school special out-of-uniform theme days for the cost of $1.00 to students who wish to participate.  After discussion, the LSC amended the request to the last Thursday of the month due to the fact that Fridays are already out-of-uniform days for free, and also decided that the profits should be used by the entire school.  
Motion as amended carried.
2.   BUDGET

Request transfer of funds- Every intercession, a payroll clerk needs to come into the school.  We always put $1000 of 234 funds away to pay this person.  
Motion to move 234 funds to 234 payroll bucket carried.
3.   SIPAAA

The SIPAAA was presented to the council by Mrs. Collins, Ms. Espada, and Mr. Neidlinger.  The council then discussed the SIPAAA at length.  Minor changes were made to the phrasing of certain sections.  Many questions were raised about the budget portion of the SIPAAA, as many council members did not realize that the budget was part of it and needed to be approved at the same time.  The council requested further clarification and more time to understand the budget before approving the SIPAAA.  Council agreed to meet again in one week, on Tuesday March 14 to discuss the budget further, and to approve the SIPAAA.

The surveys that were given to parents on Report Card Pick-Up Day had 4 questions that might be applicable to the review process.  Ms. Cantello volunteered to collate the responses into a weighted average.
