LSC Members in Attendance:  Craig, Hennelly, Labrada, Kuzniar, Collins, Cruz, McDonald, Cantello, Ahern, Martin-Hayes
Others present: Michael Hannan, Kathleen Kerber, Mark Neidlinger, Scott Mullen, Richard Kosmacher, Jonathan Goldman, Rob Rejman, Wendy Rejman, Rick Shaunessey, Marlin Cajigas, Mary Zerkel, Jennifer James, 
Meeting was called to order at 5:10pm

Agenda:

1- Motion was made to add two items to Agenda (1) the Amazon wish list fundraiser and (2) a fundraiser to be presented by Ms. Labrada, both under the PTO Report. This motion was passed unanimously.
2.  Motion was made to accept minutes of November 11, 2006 regular meeting and passed unanimously.

3.
Grants Committee- Ms. Cantello asked that the LSC provide direction to the Grants Committee regarding what areas could benefit from grant funding.  

-Ms. Craig proposed building improvements and maintenance


- Ms. Collins proposed funding that could enhance the professional development at the school, addressing the best practices within cycles. Funding an LLT would also be a great benefit to the school.

PTO- Mrs. Kuzniar moved that the Council approve the collection of funds from the percentage of purchases made by the Amazon link on the LSC-PTO website.  Motion carried. (100% of the funds would go to the school.  A recommended use for the funds are additional wish list purchases.)



Ms. Labrada moved to have the Council approve a Barnes and Noble giftwrapping fundraiser.  Motion carried.  (Funds would be collected at the bookstore for wrapping gifts during the holidays.)

5.  Principal’s Monthly Report- Ms. Collins
A. Budget- Ms. Collins reported that all CPS schools are now doing business with US Bank only.  The accounts have been turned over and training has been provided.  Under new system, the school can get to accounts at any time, including outside donations. Bank accounts collect interest as well.

 B.  Parking Lot Rental- Scott Mullen of Zip Cars made a presentation to LSC, proposing a lease from 1/1/2007 to 12/31/2007- $220 for 2 spots per month, annual payment would be $2640.00.  The spots would be used for a car sharing program which would involve people coming on site to pick up or drop off cars. The pick-up time could be any hour of the day or night.

Richard Kosmacher of 1-GO cars made a presentation, matching the financial contract proposed by Zip cars and adding  the following facts- 1/3 of the fleet of cars are hybrid cars which conserve gas and have low emissions. I-Go cars are more affordable and are sponsored by a local entity which has been located in the Drummond community for 28 years.
Ms. Cantello made a motion to table this matter to the next meeting, pending further consideration by the LSC.  Motion carried.  One no vote- Ms. Collins.

5.  Fundraising Committee met and discussed the broad function of the committee and how various groups do a lot of fundraising in the school- some of the fundraising may not be worth the effort put in.  The Committee focused on the need for fundraising to focus on collecting funds for operational needs at the school.  The fundraising committee needs a few more members.  Ms. Cantello encouraged the fundraising committee to meet with the Grant committee to coordinate funding efforts.

6.  Montessori Report made by Mr. Neidlinger

a. Mr. Neidlinger reported on the school tour and the 404 applications for admission to the school.

b. Several upcoming confrence will be attended by school personnel.

7.  Principal Evaluation- Mike Hannon, chair of the PPE committee, detailed the information collected for the LSC’s consideration- principal contract, principal’s monthly reports to the LSC, past evaluations, SIPAAA documents, 64 parent surveys, 18 staff surveys. A town hall meeting for reporting one’s views to the committee was not held.
Motion to go to closed session for discussion of principal performance evaluation passed unanimously.
