1.  Motion to approve minutes from August 8, 2007 passed unanimously.
2.  Move to approve agenda passed unanimously.
3. Open Forum- No comments
4. Final approval of LSC schedule discussed.  Our Acting Principal, Ms. Espada, has a conflict.  Final approval of schedule is tabled, but next meeting will be on October 16, 2007.

5.  French Textbook fundraiser discussed.  Concerns about French v. Spanish languages, haphazard nature of adding this fundraiser, if the books are the property of Ms. Grondal or Drummond and if this issue is within the realm of LSC fundraising.
Motions to approve fundraising for French textbooks passed. Hannon, Craig, Kuzniar, McDonald, Wheatly, Espada, Ahern, Labrada for. Hennely abstaining. (Cantello did not vote on this motion because she was not yet present at the meeting.)

5. Acting Principal’s report by Ms. Espada
-    School year got off to great start
· Drummond will undergo an audit in September.

· After-school tutoring has been discontinued because Drummond met the AYP, so Drummond no longer qualifies for the tutoring funds.
6. Montessori Report
· 20 minute lunch has expanded to 40 minutes because part of the lunch process is curricular

· In the upper grades, students will not longer have to participate in all of the “fairs”, etc. available to them, but can concentrate on one of the areas of study (i.e. history, science.)

· Montessori schools coalition will be formed from the 3 Montessori schools currently in CPS to pool resources and discuss mutual opportunities to work on professional development.  T

· Concerns have been raised about reports cards in the E1 classrooms.  A report card like that issued at the public Montessori schools in Rockford will be presented to CPS for approval.  

· Concerns have also been raised about spelling tests in the E1 classrooms.
· Drummond’s parking lot was rented out by CPS to Le Bouchon for $500 a month.

7.  Garden Project- Mr. Neidlinger requested a meeting with the PBCC and DOT to see if we can add the eco-friendly aspects of the program back into the proposal, held 2 weeks ago. The group did discuss adding some of the proposal’s original elements.  Right now, groundbreaking is scheduled for February and March.  Another public meeting will be scheduled in the future.
8.  FOD fundraiser (Hennely)- the total net profit from the event currently totals $27,143.27.  95% of the collection is completed.
