1.  Agenda- Motion to approve agenda passed unanimously.
2. Volunteer appreciation- Karen Ami of the Chicago Mosaic School, Tony Parker and an anonymous Drummond family were recognized for recent contributions to the school.
3. Minutes- Approval of LSC minutes for October meeting is tabled.
4. LSC Meeting Schedule- The LSC Meeting schedule was approved.
5. LSC Funds- Our request for $400 in LSC funds was approved.  Receipts for expenditures can be submitted to the office.
6. New Teacher Representative- Mary Wheatley announced that Mr. Jonathan Zelinski was selected by the teachers as their new LSC representative.

7. Bylaws and Ground Rules- Discussion of the Bylaws and ground rules was tabled.

8. Principal Selection follow-up.

-Report by Mr. Neidlinger on progress in getting on the list for principal eligibility- There are two tests left to take to confirm his eligibility.  He has taken one test and is on track to take the 2nd at the end of December.
-Contracts with agenda were signed by all of the members of the LSC at the meeting who were on the LSC that selected the Principal.
9. Acting Principal’s Monthly Report- Miriam Espada
· Conservation Club- Drummond students have expanded recycling at the school from cans and bottles to cartridges and batteries and other easily recyclable material.
· LRE- Teachers have been trained under the grant in LRE and schoolis preparing for Audit.
10.   Montessori Report- Mark Neidlinger
· Rollover money expenditures- $10,000 for photo copier machine, $20,000 for future teacher training- 3 and a half teachers will be trained.
· Special Ed. Staffing- Drummond has interviewed and selected a special ed. Teacher, Jeannie Barford, who will start on Monday, November 20, 2007.

· Report Card pick-up parent survey results- 90% picked up survey and report on results will be forthcoming next meeting. 
· Room 100 update- On November 26, 2007, a parent coffee will be held for parents in Room 100 to discuss the hiring a teacher for that classroom after Ms. McDonald’s departure.  After some discussion, Mr. Neidlinger agreed that all parents will be welcome to sit in on the meeting with parents in Classroom 100 but asked that the most of the time be devoted to addressing questions from parents who have children in the classroom.
· Parking lot proceeds will go toward travel for student events.
· Mosaics- East and West doors are being cleaned in preparation for the installation of the mosaics donated by the Chicago Mosaic School. 

· EL1 report cards- Drummond has received approval for the elementary 1 Montessori report cards.  The Elementary 1 teachers donated much time and effort to this achievement. The E 1 classrooms must have double report cards- one that report the actual grades and one that has the Montessori standards on it.  

7.  Diversity Committee- Mr. Martin-Hayes reported on the formation of the Diversity Committee.  The Diversity Committee has plans to involve our school community in appreciating the diversity of our students, teachers and staff.  The Committee hopes to show how diversity impacts the lives of our community.
