11. Administrative Report by Mr. Neidlinger

a. Rollover monies- Drummond was awarded $200,000 in extra funds to spend from the disposition of the CPS Montessori grant.  

b. Mosiac over doors- Drummond was chosen to receive a gift of two mosaics to be placed over Drummond’s entryways.  Karen Ahi of Mudhouse Studio was responsible for arranging this gift.
12. Montessori Report by Mr. Neidlinger
· Classroom lunch procedures- Elementary 1 classrooms will be eating lunch in their classrooms.
· Montessori schools coalition will provide the 3 Montessori schools currently in CPS to provide 4 professional development days for the Montessori teachers.  

· Mr. Neidlinger will meet with Darlene Fullbright of the Office of Elementary Education to further work toward Montessori report cards in the E1 classrooms.  
· An anonymous family donated refurbishments for the school- the nap room was completely repainted, the bottom part of the gallery was replastered and the entire gallery will be rebenched.

13.  Garden Project- Mr. Neidlinger met with the PBCC and DOT and the agencies were amenable to adding some of the elements of the original design back into the proposal, Right now, groundbreaking is scheduled for March.  A DOT study will be conducted Another public meeting will be scheduled in the future.
