3. Acting Principal’s Monthly Report- Miriam Espada
a.  LRE- Audit on January 15th (today). So far, the Audit seems to be going very well.  A full report will be given next LSC meeting on February 19, 2008.  

b. A special education elementary teacher was hired because too big a grade span is being treated by one teacher.
4.  Administrative Report- Mark Neidlinger
a. ISAT scores- Ms. Masney presented the Report. Drummond improved its scores from last year!  The specific results were circulated to the LSC for 2007.

Percent Meeting or exceeding ISAT reading: 76%

Percent Meeting or exceeding ISAT math: 82%

Percent Meeting or exceeding ISAT science: 74.2%

A concern was raised about the disparity of results between boys and girls.  Girls seemed to do much better than boys on the ISAT tests.  Accommodation for this disparity cab be made in the new SIPAAA.
Application Process- Drummond has received 912 applications, and CPS may have accepted many more. There’s no proximity lottery this year.  The school draws 51.56 percent of its students from the proximity area. No discretion will be exercised by the Principal, except on behalf of teacher’s children.  The lottery will be held on February 15th.
5. Student Survey for SIPAAA will be done after the audit.

6. Mr. Neidlinger rec’d an email informing him that for the 5 schools that participated in the magnet cluster grant, an additional $16,000 could be forthcoming for each school’s budget.

7. Principal Certification status report- Mr. Neidlinger will take a test at the end of January and then have to undergo a number of interviews prior to taking on the Principal job.
8. SIPAAA committee
a. Current SIPAAA report- The school has met all achievement goals set forth in the current SIPAAA.
b. Process for 2008-10 SIPAAA-
