Kiss – N – Go is here to stay!
Starting Friday, September 5, 2008, the Kiss-N-Go system will be in effect.  Here’s what this means for you:

· Early Childhood students will be dropped off on the Honore side (the swing side), the East side
· Elementary 1 students will be dropped off on the front of the building, the Cortland entrance and should proceed to the Honore play lot. 

· Elementary 2 and Middle School students will be dropped off on the Wolcott side (the playground side)

· Parent volunteers will be on the Honore side (the swing side) of the building assisting Early Childhood students out of the car and directly up our new sidewalk

· Parents will NOT be allowed to enter the school lot through the Honore side gate.  Instead, parents can enter the school lot through the gate on Cortland Avenue.

Prepare your child and yourself for this new system by doing the following: 
1. Talk with your child about what to expect

· “Tomorrow, we will pull up to the school and a teacher/parent volunteer will be there to get you out of the car.  I’ll give you a quick kiss and you will walk to your line.  There will be other adults there to get you to your line safely.”

2. Put your child’s safety seat on the passenger side of the car so your child can exit the car directly to the sidewalk, instead of the middle of the street.

3. Review the traffic flow patterns and follow the expectations
· Wolcott is one way going North

· Cortland is one way going East

· Honore is one way going South
