OUR APPROACH 
  
1. IMMERSION: The classes are instructed predominantly in Spanish. We want students to be immersed in the language and become familiar with the Spanish language sounds that will help them improve their comprehension and speaking skills. English will be spoken as needed. 
  
2. CONVERSATION: The primary target of the classes consists in teaching students to communicate orally in Spanish. During the course, students learn to speak Spanish  to communicate through age appropriate words, phrases and dialogues relevant to their age and interests. 
  
3. THEMATIC UNITS: Teaching is organized in thematic units. Learning takes places through role playing, age appropriate games, songs, hands-on projects, and relevant engaging activities. 
  
4. WRITING & GRAMMAR: Classes also incorporate relevant and age appropriate Spanish grammar that provide students with the understanding of the underlying language structure and its usage. Grammar and writing is introduced in our 3 rd grade and older groups. 
  
5. CULTURE: In addition to learning the Spanish language the students will have an opportunity to become familiar with some of the Hispanic culture, traditions and festivities. This promotes multi-cultural understanding and respect for the language they are learning. 
  
6. AGE APPROPRIATE ACTIVITIES: Teaching will be through age-appropriate activities: recreational songs, dialogues, games, and other. Hispanic cultural elements will be presented through some of these activities. 
  
7. PRACTICE: Language learning will be enhanced by additional time spent speaking and studying Spanish outside the classroom.  Homework and review of the materials seen after each lesson will be important to reinforce the language skills learned in class. 
  
8. PRACTICAL & FUN:  It is our goal for students to learn Spanish through classes that are fun and practical in a warm environment that is conducive to learning.
