VII.  Administrator’s report.

A. Ms. Espada presented her report as attached. 

Special Comment was made on the student enrollment projections for the coming year.  Enrollment does not provide adequate enrollment for necessary positions.  However, there have been several school closings announced in the area, and Neidlinger proposes that after ISATs, parents should help recruit new students from schools that have closed.  Posters, coffee shops, library.
