Zielinski moves to approve agenda, Trotter seconds. Motion carries unanimously.

Reports

· Espada reports that teachers have started on SIPAAA planning, new telephone system is operational, new Dashboard system reports Drummond still weak in student physicals but problem should be resolved by Dec 11.

· Neidlinger reports that 8th grade graduation trip to Washington DC planning is underway; new Special Ed team is maximizing their time and beginning work on SIPAAA; needs of gifted students under consideration by LRE team; audits of bilingual program and lunchroom scored 100%.

· Budget: Neidlinger provides copies of current budgets; $9000 to be spent on building libraries for E1, E2 and MS; new Great Books program to be introduced; new technology purchases to be installed over winter break; parent worker position should open in January

· Afterschool Committee: Monica Castle reports that holiday activities sponsored by committee take place this week; new after school programs to be added this winter

· Budget and Fundraising Committee:  

· Zielinski moves to approve three fundraisers for 8th grade trip to Wash DC (chocolate sales, roller derby, classroom sponsorship of 8th graders), Trotter seconds, motion passes unanimously

· Zielinski moves to retroactively approve holiday food drive fundraiser, Trotter seconds, motion passes unanimously

· Discussion of “non-event” to raise funds through solicitation of sponsorships from families

· Diversity and Outreach Committee: Craig reports that committee is considering response to new magnet admissions policy and drafting proposal to add Spanish language to SIPAAA. Zielinski inquires about LSC support of principal discretion extending to children of school faculty/staff this year.

· Environment and Health Committee: Cantello reports that committee is building up to launch environmental action plan, beginning with anti-idling proposal. Craig moves to adopt anti-idling proposal, Zielinski seconds. Motion passes unanimously.

· Garden Committee: teachers Linda Zehren and Jeff Daube organizing teacher meeting to determine use of garden boxes; parent Adam Schwerner to donate plants

· SIPAAA Committee: Neidlinger reports that SIPAAA meeting dates and topics have circulated, first meetings have taken place, all are encouraged to participate

Craig moves to add Margaritha Rodriguez to Diversity committee, add Adam Schwerner to Garden committee, and delete Zielinski from AfterSchool committee, Trotter seconds, motion passes unanimously

New Business

Discussion of Principal Selection Process: LSC Relations facilitators Willy Montez de Oca and Bill Rice introduce themselves and offer support; Goldman provides overview of current situation with respect to principal selection; Neidlinger reports that he has completed new OPPD process and should be listed on Candidates Pool, and is eligible for principal position on or after February 1, 2010; Montez de Oca outlines short, medium and long processes for principal selection, specifying that minimum requirements are posting job on personnel bulletin, accepting and logging applications received, requesting and reviewing background information on selected candidate(s), and a super-majority vote to extend contract to chosen principal; Montez de Oca states that legal dept must approve contract addenda prior to LSC contract vote; several parents in attendance encourage Council to pursue most direct and secure route to securing Neidlinger as principal; Council okays Craig’s offer to circulate previous job posting with updates so that revised posting could be approved at January meeting and ready to post before Feb 1; Council plans to finalize posting language and selection process at January regular meeting
